¶ Sermon series on Prayer:  During Lent, Pastor Linda is offer-

ing a four-sermon series on prayer, including why we pray, ex-

amples of prayer, ways to pray, and how God answers prayer. 

¶ Daily prayer focus: Mondays through Saturdays, using topics 

and requests provided by the congregation, Pastor Linda is 

emailing a daily prayer focus to those on the church mailing list.  

¶ Holy Week (April 2-9) 

¶ Palm Sunday (April 2): During the worship service, we cel-

ebrate Jesusôs entry into Jerusalem  

¶ Maundy Thursday (April 6):  A service to remember Jesus last Supper with his Disciples.

¶ Good Friday (April 7): We remember the day of Jesusôs crucifixion.  We will offer time for 

individual meditation in our sanctuary with the stations of the cross.   

¶ Easter Sunday (April 9): The worship service will celebrate the risen Christ! Alleluia!  Fol-

lowing the service, we will have an Easter egg hunt for the children. 
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In January I attended a 
clergy retreat at Asilomar.  
I had never been to Asi-
lomar.  It is located in Pa-
cific Grove and is a state 
park.  I learned it is the on-
ly state park that doesnôt 
receive any state funds.  I 
went on a tour with a rang-
er and leaned that Asi-
lomar had been the home 
of the YWCA and the origi-
nal buildings had been de-

signed by Julia Morgan, the first licensed wom-
an architect in California.  Eleven of the sixteen 
buildings she designed are still standing.   

Asilomar is on the ocean.  The first thing I did 
when I arrived was put my luggage in my room 
and walk out the boardwalk to the ocean.  I 
stayed through the sunset, and it was gor-
geous.  The ocean always nurtures my soul so 
it was a welcome place to spend some time.   

The program was as good as the location.  We 
have an interim bishop, Bishop Sally Dyck.  
She talked about the fact that she had been 
asked to be our interim bishop for 60 days, and 
now it is almost one year.  (It will be a year ear-
ly in March.)  Bishop Dyck has been asked to 
stay until Bishop Carca¶o comes off suspen-
sion or until August 2024.  As of now no one 
knows when this will end.   

Bishop Dyck gave a talk about the Prescription 
for Broken Trust.  Bishop Dyckôs observation is

that there is a 
lack on trust in 
this conference.  I 
appreciated her 
comments.  Trust 
is important for 
healthy relation-
ships.  Trust takes 
time to build and 
can be broken in 
one act.    

(Now you may not 
appreciate this 
example, but it is 
appropriate.)  
Some of you may 
know that the 
Braslins fostered 
a cat for me for 
two months.  (Thatôs a story in itself.)  I brought 
home Mr. T on January 26.  (Mr. T is black with 
white paws and a while breast just like a tuxe-
do; hence Mr. Tux or Mr. T.)  Now Mr. T has 
had a difficult life.  If he could talk, he would  
have a great story.  I put Mr. T in the guest 
room for a few days.  The first couple of days, 
he stayed in the closet.   

After about 5 or 6 days, I opened the door and 
let Mr. T come out.  Mr. T located himself under 
my bed.  Everyday I would lay on the floor for a 
few minutes and talk to Mr. T.  I was delighted 
when after 3 weeks and one day, he came out.  
He came close and I petted him.  He loves to 
be scratched behind his ears.  We were estab-
lishing a trusting relationship.  That was until 
Ash Wednesday.  I came home from the Ash 
Wednesday service and Mr.T was following me 
so close.  No matter how I moved he was un-
der my feet.  Then I accidently stepped on one 
of his paws.  That act broke the trust we were 
building, and Mr. T is back under the bed.   

There have been relationships in my life where 
I either made a mistake or the other person in 
that relationship made a mistake and the trust 
was broken.  With people it is more complicat-
ed than with Mr.T, and more important.  When

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trust is broken in a relationship, decisions must 
be made.  The first is whether this particular 
relationship is worth repairing.  If the relation-
ship is worth repairing, then one of the people 
has to take the first step to mend the relation-
ship.  And while trust can be broken with a sin-
gle act, it may take longer to rebuild trust.   

We live in a complex world with many acts of 
hate and violence.  Trust in our institutions is at 
an all time low.  Jesus calls us to have compas-
sion for others and to be connected to others 
and speak out for those who have no voice.  
This calls for trust.  We may not be able to stop

Finance Update: Starting the new year

As of the end of 2022, all our expenses were paid (including the church 
tithe), and we had a net income of $7,897.  This gave us a reserve for 
2023 in case unbudgeted emergencies arise (as they usually do). 

As of the end of January 2023, our budgeted income was more than ex-
penses by $1,364, but pledged income was less than expected.  

We are engaging with ñAnswer to a Prayerò to help us clean up our Power Church online accounting 
system and to provide training as needed for members of the Finance team.

In the January 22 meeting of the MHUMC Leadership Team, after an engaging discussion, goals 

were set for 2023.  Projects toward achieving the goals are to be led by the Leadership Team in co-

operation with any church members or participants who want to be part of them.  Please contact a 

member of the Leadership Team (listed on page 2) for more information. 

2023 Church Goals  

1. Mission:  Expand church mission service by continuing 

existing projects (including Flood Relief) and identifying 

and executing at least 2 new projects in 2023. 

2. Endowment:  Develop the Endowment Board into a func-

tioning committee, open an endowment account at CA-NV 

United Methodist Foundation, and have a balance of at 

least $12,000, by the end of 2023. 

3. Facilities:  The Trustees will prepare a priority list of pro-

jects, updated quarterly, at least 5 of which are completed 

by the end of 2023. 

4. Congregational Growth:  Increase active participation of 

church members and regular attendees as measured by: 

¶ Worship service attendance growth of at least 10% 

¶ Sunday school attendance increase from an average of 3 (beginning of the year) to an aver-

age of 5 (end of the year) 

¶ Youth Group participation increase from an average of 3 (beginning of the year) to an aver-

age of 5 (end of the year) 

¶ 3 new members

MHUMC Endowment fund reaches first target  

After establishing the MHUMC Endowment fund last fall, our first challenge was to reach a high 
enough balance to be able to move the fund into a professionally managed account.  Toward that 
end, two members offered to match donations made through March, 2023, up to $3,000 each.  As of 
the close of February, we have received $3,240!  With the matching funds, that brings the total to  
$9,240. As noted on p. 6 in Leadership Team goals, we are aiming for at least $12,000 by end of 
2023. 

The Endowment Board (Geoff Ullmann, Darcy Foster, Marilyn Pifer, Denise Melroy) will be com-
municating further targets, and beginning to work with the CA/NV United Methodist Foundation 
about the next steps in managing the fund.   

Our endowment fund is an investment in the future of the 
church.  It is an account that has enough principal in the 
account that its interest can be drawn to pay for ministry 
programs without touching the principal.

Early 2023 mission focus

The Mission Team has been very busy coordinating 
some very important projects with local and wider 
reach.  As many of you know, our church, along with 
many from the Morgan Hill community, was able to 
help several families who were affected by the Gilroy 
floods in January.  We collected over $2100 in cash 
and $1350 in gift cards, in addition to many items of 
clothes and shoes, for these families who lost every-
thing.  We owe a special thank you to Ted Dubbs, who led the team and got the word out to 
the community, and his friend, Alicia Juarez.   

Our next project addresses hunger and malnutrition in the world.  Bread for the World is a 
Christian advocacy organization urging U.S. decision makers to do all they can to pursue a 
world without hunger.  The mission for this organization is to educate and equip people to ad-
vocate for policies and programs that can help end hunger in the U. S. and around the world.  
In September, Congress will be voting on the Farm Bill and what will be prioritized.  The Mis-
sion Team would like you to take part in a letter writing campaign to Congress to advocate for 
renewing food and farm programs, to help build healthy, equitable and sustainable food sys-
tems.  We will begin this project in the spring with more information to come.   

We are considering a few more projects that we will announce at a later date when they have 
been confirmed.

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We remember:  Paul W. Ward, 1923 - 2023 

Long-time community member, Paul Ward, passed away peacefully 

on January 27th, in his beloved Paradise Valley. Born into a family 

of orchardists, ministers and abolitionists, he was among five gen-

erations of Wards who have called Morgan Hill their home.  

Paulôs great grandfather, James Parmalee ñJ.P.ò Ward, purchased 

75 acres of land on the west side of Morgan Hill from the Catherine 

Murphy Dunne Land Company in 1894 and established Oak Glen 

Ranch.  

As a youth, Paul rode his bike along unpaved Oak Glen Avenue, 

swam in Llagas Creek, and hunted wild game in the hills. He was 

baptized in Morgan Hillôs United Methodist Church. His family 

cleared a portion of their land and sold the lumber as their first cash 

crop. Then they planted peaches, prunes and walnuts. Like many 

other local families who lived through the Great Depression, hard 

work, a neighborly mindset and an agrarian way of life put the Wards on solid footing.  

After World War II, during which he became a second lieutenant in the Air Force, Paul 

resumed his studies at UC Berkeley where he met and fell in love with fellow student 

Anne Polich. They married in 1947 and both graduated 

the following year. Paul quickly landed work in lumber 

salesða smart move given the boom in suburban de-

velopment at that time. 

In 1973, Paul and family returned to Paradise Valley. 

They moved into the original Ward farmhouse once oc-

cupied by his grandparents and great-grandparents. 

According to his son Ron, Paul often said the best deci-

sion of his life was to leave the corporate world, return 

to Morgan Hill, and become a lumber wholesaler.  

Paul helped found the Machado School Heritage Soci-

ety and proudly served as its president for 35 years. He 

was also an active member of the Morgan Hill Historical 

Society.  

A memorial celebration will be announced in the early Spring. Those interested in con-

tributing to a charitable organization in Paulôs honor are encouraged to donate to the 

Morgan Hill United Methodist Church, the Machado School Heritage Society, or the 

Morgan Hill Historical Society.

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Catherine Stone Circle  

Women of 20th Century Morgan Hill Methodist Church

As she was preparing to move, Jenny Davis, one of the last 
members of the Catherine Stone Circle, gave me some items 
from the Circle to hold for safekeeping.  Going through the box, 
I found receipts along with distributions of money and learned 
how this money was made and spent.  Included was a hand-
written account of the history of the Catherine Stone Circle.  
These women formed strong friendships and supported the 
church by contributing financially to the church as well as to 
groups in the community and children around the world who 
needed their loving care. 

The first meeting of the Ladies Aid was May 6, 1894, and the 
first member was Catherine Stone.  She and her husband were the 6th and 7th members of the 
church.  ñThe men did the building of the church, and the women provided the food.ò   It is told that 
some of the ways the women provided money was by having ice cream socials, and even going to 
the Post Office when the mail came in and asking those picking up mail for donations. 

The members of this group found common ground and friendship in 
their times together. They cooked food, held teas and boutiques, and 
sold quilts they had made.  This money was used to keep things re-
paired at the parsonage, refinish chairs in the church, make payments 
to the city of Morgan Hill for a no-interest loan for the church.  They paid 
moving expenses for pastors, fixed office equipment, fixed plumbing, 
bought plants for the church garden, bought coffee for the fellowship 
hours, and bought items for the kitchen.  The dishes that are in the 
kitchen today were bought by the Ladies Aid (Catherine Stone Circle) in 
the 1920s. (You may notice the dishes have ñLAò in the rim pattern.) 

For many years, the Catherine Stone Circle gave money that they had 
earned to World Vision, which was charged with helping to care for chil-
dren in disadvantaged situations in various parts of the world. They al-
so gave money to local social agencies such as La Isla Pacifica, a 

womenôs shelter operated by Community Solutions in our South Bay area.  

As times changed and many of the women of the church had jobs outside of the home, the Starlight 
Circle was formed.  These women met in the evenings and participated in some of the same activi-
ties as the Catherine Stone Circle, but included weekend retreats and contributions to The United 
Methodist Women.  The Starlight Circle was active well into the 1990s before disbanding. 

From the 1890s in the time of Catherine Stone, women have played and continue to play an im-
portant role in our Morgan Hill United Methodist Church.

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UMCOR response to earthquakes in Turkey, Syria  

ATLANTA (February 9, 2023) ï A 7.8 magnitude earthquake struck southern Turkey at 4:17 a.m. 

on Monday, Feb. 6, 2023, the most powerful earthquake recorded since 1939. In the hours that fol-

lowed, at least 78 aftershocks were reported, followed by a second earthquake of 7.5 magnitude. 

The earthquake and aftershocks also impacted northwest Syria, where 4.1 million people depend 

on humanitarian assistance. Syrian communities, many of them women and children, are simulta-

neously facing an ongoing cholera outbreak and extreme winter weather, including heavy rain and 

snow. 

Thousands have been killed in both countries, and deaths continue to rise as rescue crews seek 

survivors in collapsed buildings. The humanitarian response is struggling to ramp up to meet the 

need among the devastation and winter weather. 

With the devastating damage to roads, transport and infrastructure, IBC has received hundreds of 

families in its Kilis Community Center for shelter, warm items, and hot meals since the first hours 

Monday morning. Kilis is serving as a major hub for coordination and relief efforts, including for 

cross-border response into Syria. 

UMCOR has released initial solidarity grants to IBC and Forum for Development Culture and Dia-

logue (working in Syria) to help provide tents, heaters, blankets, warm clothes, ready to eat meals 

and first aid kits to those who have been displaced. UMCOR staff members are also in touch with 

other partners in the region.  

Please join UMCOR in prayer for the many people affected by these devastating earthquakes, in-

cluding the rescue crews seeking survivors and those caring for the injured and displaced.
